
2000W OMBRE DRYER
This Ombre dryer delivers both on performance and style. Featuring a 

powerful 2000W motor for fast drying results as well as the added ionic 

technology to leave hair frizz-free revealing a perfectly smooth finish.

IONIC TECHNOLOGY
Many aspects of modern living, including air conditioning, contact 

with man-made fibres and air pollution contribute to a build-up of 

static electricity in the hair. Even brushing and towel drying the hair can 

increase these levels, causing the surface of the cuticle to become rough. 

Consequently, hair may have a dull appearance. Also high levels of static 

charge cause hair to become “fly-away” and difficult to style. The ion 

generator produces a stream of negative ions which act to neutralise the 

static charge, smoothing the scales on the cuticle for shiny, smooth and 

manageable hair.

HEAT SETTINGS
There are 3 heat and 2 speed settings plus the cool shot button. Use the 

high heat and high speed settings for initial drying and use the low heat 

and speed settings for styling and scrunch drying as the hair begins to dry.

COOL SHOT BUTTON
Use the cool shot button on warm hair to rapidly cool the hair and set the 

style in place for a long-lasting effect.

CONCENTRATOR NOZZLE
Use the slim concentrator nozzle to direct the airflow just where you want 

it to make styling easier. When using the concentrator nozzle use a low 

heat and low speed setting.

USER MAINTENANCE
•  Towel dry and detangle hair.

•  Plug the appliance into a suitable mains socket.

•  Select the required heat and speed settings.

•   After use, switch off and unplug the appliance. Allow to cool before 

storing away.

STYLING TIPS

BODY AND VOLUME
To help create extra body and volume in the hair, lean forward so the 

head is upside down when drying. Direct the airflow towards the roots for 

maximum lift. When hair is dry brush back into required style.

STRAIGHTENING
To create a smooth straight look, first divide the hair into sections. 

Attach the slim concentrator nozzle, then using a brush hold the hair taut 

and roll ends slightly under as you dry.

MAKING WAVES
To create tousled natural-looking waves position head upside down. Using 

the dryer without the nozzle grasp hair at the roots and scrunch between 

fingertips whilst drying. When dry move the hair back into required position 

for a casual, natural look.

CARE OF YOUR HAIRDRYER
To keep your hairdryer in the best possible condition, please follow the 

steps below:

•  Do not wrap the lead around the hairdryer, instead coil the lead loosely 

by the side of the dryer.

•  Do not use the hairdryer at a stretch from the power point.

•  Always unplug after use.

CLEANING THE FILTER
•  Ensure the appliance is switched off, unplugged and cool.

•  Holding the handle of the dryer, grip the rear filter and turn anti-

clockwise, as far as the rear filter will turn and pull away from the dryer.

• Using a soft brush, clean any hair and other debris from the filter.

•  Replace the rear filter by aligning the grooves and turning clockwise, 

until the rear filter has clicked back into position.

CAUTION
Never allow the power supply cord to be pulled, twisted, or severely bent. 

Never wrap the cord tightly around the dryer. Damage will occur at the 

high flex point of entry into the dryer, causing it to rupture and short. 

Inspect the cord frequently for damage. Stop use immediately if damage 

is visible or unit stops or operates intermittently.

STORAGE
When not in use, your dryer should be disconnected and stored in a safe, 

dry location, out of reach of children. Do not wrap line cord around dryer.

IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS
When using electrical appliances, especially when children are present, 

basic safety precautions should always be followed, including the following:

READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS BEFORE USING

KEEP AWAY FROM WATER

SAFETY PRECAUTIONS
WARNING: The polyethylene bags over the product or its 

packaging may be dangerous. Keep these bags out of the 

reach of babies and children.

Never use them in cribs, children’s beds, pushchairs or 

playpens. The thin film may cling to the nose and mouth 

and prevent breathing. A bag is not a toy.

WARNING: Do not use this appliance near bathtubs, 

showers, basins or other vessels containing water.

1. If you are using the unit in a bathroom, unplug it after you have 
fi nished using it. Using the unit close to a source of water can, 
in fact, be dangerous, even if the unit is switched off. To ensure 
additional protection, have installed in your bathroom a residual 
current device (RCD) with a nominal trip current no higher than 30 
mA. Ask your electrical fi tter for advice.

2. Never immerse the unit in water or any other liquid.
3. If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the 

manufacturer, its service agent or similarly qualifi ed persons in 
order to avoid a hazard.

4. When using the unit, make sure the unit’s air vent is not blocked. Make 
sure there is no hair or any other dirt obstructing the unit’s rear fi lter.

5. This unit has been equipped with a temperature cut-out. If the unit 
overheats, it will shut off automatically or will stop heating. If this 
happens, slide the switch on the unit’s handle into the OFF position, 
unplug the unit and allow it to cool for 10 minutes. BEFORE using it 
again, make sure there is no hair or any other dirt in the unit’s rear 
fi lter. Plug the unit in and switch it on. If it overheats again, stop 
using it immediately, switch it off and unplug it. Return the unit to 
the BABYLISS service centre.

6. Do not use the unit if it has fallen or if it appears to be damaged.
7. Do not leave the unit unattended when it is plugged in or switched on.
8. Unplug the unit immediately if you have problems when using it.
9. Do not use any accessories other than those recommended by 

manufacturer.
10. Unplug the unit after each use and before cleaning it.
11. Avoid any contact between the unit’s hot surfaces and your skin, in 

particular, your ears, eyes, face and neck.
12. This unit is not intended for use by people (including children) with 

reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or by persons 
who lack experience or knowledge, unless they are supervised or 
have been given instructions beforehand on the use of the unit by a 
person responsible for their safety. Children should be supervised to 
make sure they do not treat the unit like a toy.

13. Allow the unit to cool before storing.
14. To prevent damage to the cord, do not wrap it around the unit and 

ensure it is stored without twisting or folding it.
