To get the best out of your new appliance, please read this
user guide carefully before using it for the first time.

IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

When using electrical appliances, especially when children
are present, basic safety precautions should always be
followed, including the following:

SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

WARNING: The polyethylene bags over the product or its
packaging may be dangerous. Keep these bags out of the
reach of babies and children.

Never use them in cribs, children’s beds,

pushchairs or playpens. The thin film may cling @

to the nose and mouth and prevent breathing.
A bag is not a toy.

WARNING: Do not use this appliance near %
bathtubs, showers, basins or other vessels @
containing water.

1. If you are using the unit in a bathroom, unplug it after
you have finished using it. Using the unit close to a
source of water can, in fact, be dangerous, even if the
unit is switched off. To ensure additional protection,
have installed in your bathroom a residual current
device (RCD) with a nominal trip current no higher
than 30 mA. Ask your electrical fitter for advice.

2. Never immerse the unit in water or any other liquid.

3. If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by
the manufacturer, its service agent or similarly qualified
persons in order to avoid a hazard.

4. Do not use the unit if it has fallen or if it appears to be

damaged.

5. Do not leave the unit unattended when it is plugged in
or switched on.

6. Unplug the unit immediately if you have problems
when using it.

7. Do not use any accessories other than those
recommended by manufacturer.

8. Unplug the unit after each use and before cleaning it.

9. Avoid any contact between the unit’s hot surfaces and
your skin, in particular, your ears, eyes, face and neck.

10. This unit is not intended for use by people (including
children) with reduced physical, sensory or mental
capabilities, or by persons who lack experience or
knowledge, unless they are supervised or have been
given instructions beforehand on the use of the unit by
a person responsible for their safety.

WORLDWIDE VOLTAGE

The voltage of this product is worldwide voltage. This styer
will automatically adjust to the proper voltage which can
be used under alternating voltage of 100-240V~ (60HZz).

OPERATION

1. Please clean hair before using this product and dry hair
by hair dryer, then please use brush or finger to make
hair smooth without enwind or knot. Then product can
be used.

2. Please make sure nothing around the styler before
using or will cause damage.

3. Please make sure the cleaning on both of inside and
outside of heating area before using and please don’t
use any hair styling products like hair spray, can use
them after using.

4. The coating on heating plate is ceramic and it will be
abrased after using for a time. If hair dyed, the hair dye
may left on the heating plates, this is normal for using.

5. After power on, temperature in heating area will
become high so please make sure no touch on this area
with your body.

6. Please make sure to turn off the product after using
and storage it until product cool down, or will cause
damage.

BEGIN TO USE

1. Plug the straightener in the household outlet, then
press the power button 1-2 second to turn on the unit.
There are 4 temperature settings on this product so
please select your preferred temperature based on
your hair type. Caution: Now product is becoming hot,
please don’t touch heating area with body for safety.

2. After selecting temperature, the white LED light will
start to blink which means it is heating up, when it stop
blinking and keep lighting on, it means you can start to
use it for hair styling.

3. Press the power button 1-2 seconds again to turn off
the unit after using, then pull plug off. Caution: Heating
area is still very hot at this moment so please touch it
after product cool completely.

Caution: Please make sure your fingers is always not touch
both of inside and outside of heating area for safety.

STRAIGHTENING FUNCTION

1. Section hair evenly and comb each section.

2. Place hair section between plates and press together.

3. Slowly guide plates down hair strand. Repeat as
necessary until hair strand is smooth.

CURLING FUNCTION

1. Smoothen the hair with hair comb firstly then select
small volume hair.

2. Put the selected hair between two heating plates
then close plate and rotate straightener to make hair
covered on heating area and pull down slowly.

3. Open the heating plate and finishing the curling. Better
not smoothen hair by comb immediately or curl will be
stretched easily.

HEATING PLATE LOCK

If you want to open plate lock, just rotate the the roller to
"o ¥ then heating plate will open. If you want to close it
after using, just rotate the the roller to "4@", then heating
plates will be closed for storage. Caution: please make sure
your operation is done after product power off and cool
completely for safety.

AUTO SHUT OFF

This appliance has an automatic shut off feature for added
safety. If the appliance is switched on for more than 30
minutes continuously, it will automatically switch off. If
you wish to continue using the appliance after this time,
simply press the power button 1-2 seconds to turn on the
styler again.

USER MAINTENANCE

Your styler is virtually maintenance-free. No lubrication is
needed. Keep both of inside and outside of dirt and dust. If
cleaning becomes necessary, disconnect the unit from the
power source, allow to cool and wipe exterior with a cloth.
If any abnormal condition occurs, unplug the unit, allow
it to cool, and return it for repair an authorized service
representative only. No repairs should be attempted by
the consumer.

CAUTION
NEVER allow the power supply cord to be pulled, twisted,
or severely bent. Never wrap the cord tightly around the

appliance. Damage will occur at the high flex point of entry
into the appliance, causing it to rupture and short. Inspect
the cord frequently for damage. Stop use immediately if
damage is visible or if unit stops or operates intermittently.

MAINTENANCE OF CERAMIC PLATES

The material of ceramic coating is hard, flawlessly smooth
and non-sticky so that you can clean them easily by
wiping with a damp cloth. Basically, no special care and
maintenance is needed.

However, in order to keep the best performance of your

styler all the time, please note the following care instructions.

. Do not scratch the surface of ceramic plate with sharp
objects or wipe with coarse materials.

. Do not use this styler with strong chemicals, like perm
lotion.

. Do not clean the plate with strong cleaning agent. In
most cases, mild detergent will be able to remove any
stains or trace of styling products left on the barrel
easily.

. The ceramic coating may peel off after a long period
of use. However, it would not affect the styler function
of this straightener.

IMPORTANT
The warranty does not cover the ceramic coating due
to natural peeling off after a long period of normal use .

STORAGE

When not in use, your appliance is easy to store. Allow
appliance to cool, then store out of reach of children in
a safe, dry location. Do not jerk or strain cord at plug
connections. Do not wrap the line cord around the appliance.
Allow the cord to hang or lie loose and straight at the point
of entry into the appliance.
